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Whereas, community involvement and transparency are essential for effective governance; Whereas, school board meetings provide a platform for stakeholders to engage with educational matters; Whereas, assessing school facilities and grounds is crucial for informed decision-making;
Be it resolved by the Providence Public School District:
1. Purpose: The purpose of this resolution is to promote community engagement, enhance transparency, and ensure effective oversight by holding school board meetings on school campuses.
2. Location of Meetings: All regular school board meetings shall be held on school campuses rather than at the central administration office. This change will allow school committee members to directly assess facilities, grounds, and related maintenance.
3. Rotating Basis: Meetings will rotate among various campuses to ensure equitable access for students, families, and community members. By hosting meetings at different schools, we encourage broader participation and foster a sense of ownership within the community.
4. Community Involvement: Holding meetings on campuses reinforces the importance of community involvement. It provides an opportunity for parents, students, teachers, and other stakeholders to actively participate in discussions about education policies, budget allocations, and other critical matters.
5. Board Oversight: By convening meetings where educational decisions directly impact students, the school board demonstrates its commitment to transparent governance and accountability. Board members can witness firsthand the conditions in which students learn and grow.
6. Implementation: The Superintendent and relevant administrative staff shall coordinate logistics for campus-based meetings, ensuring accessibility, safety, and appropriate facilities. The schedule and rotation plan will be communicated to all stakeholders.
7. Effective Date: This resolution shall take effect in the SY2024-26 and/or upon adoption by the Providence Public School District Board.
